ALTOONA PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION MEETING 

January 28, 2014 -6:30 PM

Altoona City Hall

Henry called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m., roll call was taken with all members present except Gjersvik.
#1a Election of Chair.

Motion by Lohmeier, second by Dove, to nominate Henry as Chair.  Vote: 5-0-1 to approve Henry as Chair (Henry abstained).

#1b Election of Vice-chair.  
Motion by Hay, seconded by Dove, to nominate Lohmeier as Vice-chair.  Vote: 5-0-1 to approve Lohmeier as Vice-chair (Lohmeier abstained).

#2 Public hearing, consideration and recommendation of a conditional zoning request from Park Place Investments No. II, LLC to rezone property at 2385 3rd Avenue SW form R-5 (PUD) to Conditional R-3 (Multi-family Residential) for the purpose of constructing a daycare center.  

Keith Weggen, Civil Design Advantage, presented the rezoning request.  The request is to rezone from R-5 to Conditional R-3.  The property is about 2.6 acres in size.  There are eight other “Tradition’s” locations around the metro now.  They will have infant thru pre K, and also some school age programs.  Will start with one building but each will be 9,300 square feet.  Dove asked about the radius of contact for neighbors, staff noted up to 21st Ave, west to 6th Ave, east to 1st Ave and properties to the south – 750-1,000 feet.  Fred Hollister, Executive Director of EPRD, spoke in favor of the project.  
Dove moved to recommend approval of the rezoning request.  Seconded by Pudenz.  Votes: Yes – Dove, Pudenz, Narber, Henry, Hay, Lohmeier; No – none.  Motion approved 6-0.
#3 Consideration and recommendation a site plan for Iowa Donor Network Services.  

Jason Mathes, Shive-Hattery, presented the site plan and introduced Angie Capps.  Capps gave background on the company.  She said tissue donation would occur at this location.  Organ transplants occur in hospitals.  The building is staffed 24/7 but only limited staff at night.  Mathes showed the site plan and discussed utilities, parking, landscaping, and future possible expansion.  Shaw noted that staff is in support of the variance request for the overhead door facing Adventureland Drive.
Lohmeier moved to recommend approval of the site plan subject to the variance from the Board of Adjustment.   Seconded by Narber.  Votes: Yes – Lohmeier, Narber, Henry, Hay, Dove; No – none; Pass – Pudenz.  Motion approved 5-0-1.

#4 Consideration and recommendation a site plan for Dayton Freight.  

Shaw presented the site plan on behalf of the company.  They did not make the trip from Ohio.  The site plan was discussed, and use of the site as a trucking terminal, fifty-two overhead doors, office space, and a maintenance building.  Variances are needed for the overhead doors facing 11th Avenue and Adventureland Drive for the two buildings.  They are also seeking a variance for a possible metal stucco panel for the fascia of the office portion of the building.  The building meets the ADS as presented.  Fred Hollister, EPRD, spoke in favor of the building.   
Dove moved to recommend approval of the site plan subject to the variances from the Board of Adjustment.  Seconded by Hay.  Votes: Yes – Dove, Hay, Pudenz, Henry, Narber, Lohmeier; No – none.  Motion approved 6-0.
#5 Minutes of the November 26, 2013 meeting.

Lohmeier moved and Henry seconded to approve the minutes.  Votes: Yes – Lohmeier, Henry, Dove, Pudenz, Narber, Hay; No – none.  Motion approved 6-0.

Old Business – Shaw updated the Commission on status of Prairie Crossing – still working on details.  Timberwood rezoning was approved by City Council and Polk County.
New Business – Shaw discussed the comprehensive plan update and the February 4th and 5th meetings.  Mayor Conking addressed the Commission, stating that Councilwoman Sloan will be the P&Z liaison.
