7. Resolution to approve a plat of survey for Parcel “B” of Outlot X in Meadowlark Place 
(County Plat of Survey) 
Resolution #1-19-2009 #01 RESOLUTION TO APPROVE A PLAT OF SURVEY FOR 
PARCEL “B” OF OUTLOT X IN MEADOWLARK PLACE (COUNTY PLAT OF 
SURVEY) 
Mayor Burget stated this property is located outside the city limits but is in our review area. The 
applicant’s property is located on the south side of NE 27th Avenue in the county. This plat of 
survey is to add a parcel with an existing barn to a tract to the north, Lot 1 Meadowlark Place. Staff 



has concerns that this parcel should be part of a subdivision due to the number of times the parcel 
has been spilt. The owner has agreed and will submit a subdivision plat that will put the three 
parcels together within 90 days.  Council Member Riding motioned approval subject to meeting 
staff requirements within 90 days.  Council Member Gerald Nolin seconded the motion.

Mayor Burget explained the old tax abatement program is scheduled to expire on December 31, 
2009. Staff has been working with Hubbell Realty to resurrect Regency’s Meadow Vista town 
homes project. The extension of the sunset to December 31, 2010 will allow developers to market 
their project for an additional year.

Each MICRN member will provide their own 800 MHz 
radios, and pay all associated tower charges.
