1. A variance request from Robert and Delores Johnston for their property at 120 1st Avenue North, Altoona, Iowa.  They are seeking a variance from Chapter 168.13 to reduce the rear yard setback from 50 feet to 10 feet, a 40-foot variance.  The owners wish to subdivide the property into two lots, changing the location of the rear yard.  The property is zoned M-1 (Limited Industrial) where the change is requested.
2. A variance request from Richard Procyk for his property at 2010 3rd Avenue SE, Altoona, Iowa.  He is seeking a variance from the 35-foot rear yard setback to allow the construction of a porch roof (pergola) over an existing deck.  Roofed structures are required to meet building setbacks.  The property is zoned R-5 (Planned Unit Development) and subject to the requirements of Chapter 168.06.  He is seeking a 14-foot variance.
3. A variance request from Brandon Johnson (d.b.a. DSM House, Inc.) for the property at 201 4th Street SE, Altoona, Iowa.  The property is on a corner lot.  He is seeking a variance from Chapter 166.05 (Nonconforming Uses – Repairs and Maintenance).  The applicant desires to remove the attached garage and replace with a bedroom on the same footprint.  The existing home is nonconforming in that it does not meet the front yard setbacks on 2nd Avenue SE.  The variance sought is five feet from the west front property line.
4. A variance request from Mary Pettijohn for the property at 301 5th Street Place SE, Altoona, Iowa.  She is seeking a variance from the 35-foot rear yard setback to allow the construction of a steel addition to the existing attached garage.  The property is zoned R-2 (One and Two-family Residential) and subject to the requirements of Chapter 168.03.  She is seeking a 10-foot variance, to place the addition within 10 feet of the north property line.
