Chairman Keller called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. with all members present except Narber.
#1 Consideration and recommendation of a preliminary plat for Tuscany Commercial Plat 1.  Caleb Smith, McClure Engineering, presented the plat.  It is a one-lot commercial plat with an Outlot.  (Narber arrived at 6:32 pm)  All but one staff item has been addressed and that item is storm water in the ditch right-of-way.  A solution for the interim is a swale along the north property line, keeping water out of the ditch.  A tile line will not be installed, we’ll take a “wait and see” approach for now.  Shaw addressed and said that we can address things on the outlot later.  Joe Pietruszynski, Hubbell, agreed that this can be addressed with future platting of the outlot.  Keller asked and Pietruszynski noted they have talked with the property neighbor to the east.
Armantrout moved to recommend approval of the preliminary plat subject to the deficiencies being corrected prior to going to City Council.  Seconded by Lohmeier.  Votes: Yes – Armantrout, Lohmeier, Blanchard, Narber, Hay, Henry, Keller; No – none.  Motion approved 7-0.

#2 Minutes of the October 27, 2009 meeting.

Lohmeier moved and Blanchard seconded to approve the minutes.  Votes: Yes – Lohmeier, Blanchard, Keller, Henry, Hay, Armantrout, Narber; No – none.  Motion approved 7-0.

Old Business – None.
New Business – Shaw noted that the tenant for the Prairie Commons Office Building pulled out of the project prior to taking plans to City Council.  They will make a decision as early as March 2010 if to begin that project.
