ALTOONA PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION MEETING

Chairman Keller called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Roll call was taken with all members present except Scott Henry, Dan Narber, and Dennis Armantrout.
#1 Public Hearing, consideration and recommendation of a rezoning request from Jantor, Inc. to rezone approximately 1.2 acres of their property at 907 8th Street SW (8th Street Childcare) from R-2 (One and Two-family Residential) to C-2 (General Commercial).  John Shaw, Staff, presented the rezoning request in the absence of the owner.  He gave a brief history of the reasoning, because they would like to install a new sign.  The daycare is non-conforming in the present R-2 zone and will still be non-conforming in the C-2 zone.  However, staff feels it is the better option because the zoning will be in conformance with the comprehensive plan.  
Lohmeier moved to recommend approval of the rezoning.  Seconded by Blanchard.  Votes: Yes – Lohmeier, Blanchard, Hay, Keller; No – none.  Motion approved 4-0.
#2 Consideration and recommendation of a preliminary plat for Prairie Crossing Plat 1.  Shaw presented the plat and explained where we are at in the development process.  He detailed the plan, lots, streets and utilities.  Part of this process will be to vacate a portion of the far western end of Adventureland Drive, west of Bass Pro Drive.  He showed plans for the round-a-bout.  Keller asked if semi-trucks would be able to navigate the round-a-bout.  Yes – extensive traffic modeling has been conducted.  KJ Bills, 1102 Parkview Drive, Pleasant Hill, asked for a clarification of the location.
Blanchard moved to recommend approval of the preliminary plat.  Seconded by Hay.  Votes: Yes – Blanchard, Hay, Keller, Lohmeier; No – none.  Motion approved 4-0.

#3 Discussion about Transient Merchants in Altoona.  Shaw explained that a few years ago when we looked at temporary uses, one of the items we wanted to look at was transient merchants.  We need to better define the who, what, when and where.  Commissioners wanted to make sure licenses are available and need to be on their persons when selling.
#4 Minutes of the August 26, 2008 meeting.  Continued to next meeting due to lack of a majority that could vote on the minutes.
